o Support for remote firmware upgrades of a C6110 & C6120 in an unmanaged chassis

Known Feature Limitations:
The following list is currently known issues for the ION C6110 & C6120 products.

e Oninitial power up, additional time, approximately 1min & 10sec, is now required for
the cards to be displayed in the management interface. This time is needed for the
cards to determine if they are installed in a managed or an unmanaged chassis.

e Remote firmware upgrades in an unmanaged chassis is supported only after a factory
bootloader upgrade is performed.

e Remote firmware upgrades in an unmanaged chassis can take up to 1min & 55sec to
transfer the file, reboot, search for management module, and display card in
management interface
